Often the 
three easy steps were the ones taken to open your checkbook!  What 
followed was anything but instant and easy.  Change takes effort. 

There was a movie out not long ago called Click.* Adam Sandler 
played Michael Newman, a husband and father on the fast track to 
success.  Then one day he was given a universal remote that gave  
him the power to fast forward through the hard parts of his life to 
get to the good parts of his life. 

I have to admit that sometimes I’ve wanted a remote to use while 
sitting behind the wheel waiting for the eighth red light to change in 
Woodbury. 

In the movie, Michael discovers that his use of the universal remote 
has also fast forwarded parts of his life he wanted to experience.   
Unfortunately, Michael also discovers that the journey of learning 
through the all of the hard parts were the foundation of the life he 
longed for.  In the end he learns that the easy road and the easy 
“click”  were anything but good.  The remote cheated him from his 
life. 

I’ve wondered: Wouldn’ t it be great to have a pill you could take 
and you would automatically have knowledge of the Bible and become an amazing Christian?  I know that’s not how life works.  
The easy way can cheat us out of our true longing.  But in this life you can move toward knowing and loving God and loving 
others more.

It’s not one step of just three and you’ve arrived.  But it is one step of a journey 
toward maturing into a person who shares the love and Good News of Jesus in 
our homes, church, community and the world.

Nine years ago I wrote an 
article called “ I’m Divorced 
Does God Still Love Me?”   I 
had no idea the attention that 
article would get.   

I spent the following week 
answering the phone and 
listening to people facing 
divorce.  I’ve just read an 
article published June 28 in 
the St. Paul Pioneer Press.  
There were good points 
made in the writing, but a 
quote that  said divorce is an 
opportunity to grow and 
thrive seemed to minimize 
the pain.  It felt sort of like 
‘how to get past this little 
bump in the road.’   

In extreme cases of abuse 
and addiction I can agree life 
can change for the better 
early in the transition.  
However my reality in 
having the privilege of 
meeting with adults seeking 

comfort and hope following a 
divorce is it can take years to 
recover from it.  No where in 
the article did it acknowledge 
that divorce is the death of a 
dream of what might have 
been.  

And, the discovery of the 
impact on the children of 
divorce is only now beginning 
to truly surface as they are 
entering their thirties.  Divorce 
almost always equals pain. 

Is there hope?  Yes.  Is there 
healing?  Yes.  Is it easy?  No 
way.  There is a Savior who 
promises to walk through this 
with us.  He was there when I 
went through divorce.  His 
name is Jesus Christ.  Some of 
the healing He accomplishes 
happens in small groups.   

This September “A Time for 
Healing, Divorce Recovery”  
will begin meeting for ten 
weeks on Monday evenings.  If 

you are hurting or you know a 
loved one who is hurting from 
divorce let them know about 
it.

They 
pointed to a crestfallen girl 
between them.  “She didn’ t 
get none.”  Sigh...  We had a 
lot of teaching to do! 

Third day of Cash Camp.  I 
was modeling how God 
wants us to distribute our 
wealth -- share first, then 
save, then spend. I put one of 
my ten bills into the share 
container, one into the save, 
and started counting bills for 
spending. One for the house 
payment, another for food, 
still another for the car and 
gasoline and utilities. I 
stopped. “Let’s see, how else 
will I spend my money?”  

Nine-year-old Cody Arend 
looked at me with a smile, 
interrupting any dreaming I 
was doing about spending 
the remaining five bills.  
“Well, you could share 
more.”  

Cody is a super kid!  He 
didn’ t just learn that in three 
days of Cash Camp. We had 
watched Cody share his 
shiny coins earlier and we 
knew he has a giving heart.  
For him, giving comes 
naturally, and he’s not afraid 
to challenge the rest of us to 
be givers, too.   

These were the lessons of 
Cash Camp. Lessons all of 
us can learn from children 
who (sigh again) mirror our 
own behaviors. Some stingy, 
some generous, all loved by 
the Jesus who gave His life 
for each of us and expects so 
little in return but that we 
love him and feed His sheep.

We’ve all been at a parade 
when they throw candy or 
under a piñata when it 
breaks. You know what 
happened next. The kids 
scrambled to gather up all 
the coins on the ground and 
to stuff them into their 
pockets or stack them into 
shiny “mine” piles. 

As I began to explain to 
them about sharing, I was 
interrupted by the chirping of 
a pair of sweet-voiced 
second graders. “Excuse us.”   
I turned my attention to 
them, their faces glowing in 
the reflection of dozens of 
shiny coins stacked in front 

It was the second day of 
Cash Camp.  I “confessed”  
to the kids that when I said I 
had made good choices with 
my money (my “treasure” ), I 
wasn’ t entirely honest. 

“ I told you I made good 
choices with how I would 
save and spend the money.  
What I didn©t tell you was 
that I wasn’t sharing.”  

With that I reached into the 
treasure chest on stage and 
showered the 50 kids with 
1500 plastic coins that were 
imprinted with Bible verses 
and reminders of God’s 
faithfulness.   
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The opportunity to make a 
smaller contribution also 
arises when an honorary or 
memorial fund is established 
or when memorial donations 
are requested to go to the 
organi zati on’ s general 
endowment. 

Endowments also provide 
opti ons for non-cash 
contributions, such as stocks 
and bonds, living trusts, real 
estate or insurance policies.

minimum contribution, and 
the fund purpose must the 
match organization’s general 
mission and be in agreement 
with its values. 

A donor-advised fund may  
include a donor-designation 
that a larger, or smaller, 
percentage of the fund be 
disbursed than what the 
committee established for 
the general fund, or the 
donor may specify that the 
money be disbursed over a 
shorter period  rather than 
held into perpetuity. At their 
discretion, an endowment 
committee may accept 
donor-advised funds for the 
endowment fund, or may 
refer the donor to the 
general fund (a restricted 
gift) or to the capital fund. 

Aren’ t endowment 
contr ibutions for  the r ich? 

Endowment contributions 
are often large, as they 
frequently come through an 
estate gift, such as leaving 
the balance in your 401K to 
the organization or naming 
the or gani zat i on as 
beneficiary on your life 
insurance policy, or by 
establishing a trust. 

But, there are many 
opportunities for smaller 
gifts and any dollar amount 
may be contributed to an 
endowment fund. 

Many people choose to 
make an annual contribution 
to an endowment fund in the 
same way they make an 
annual pledge for the 
general budget (operating 
expenses), or make a term-
commitment to capital 
funding.   

 

committee-advised funds, 
such as scholarships or new 
ministry support. These 
requests are usual l y 
reviewed by the Endowment 
Fund Committee on a 
quarterly basis.  There may 
also be disbursements for 
named and donor-advised 
funds. 

What are named funds?  

Named funds incl ude 
honorary or memorial funds 
which honor a person or an 
event, or may be established 
to acknowledge a significant 
gift.  These funds are 
established by approval of 
the committee.  (Woodbury 
Lutheran has two named 
funds, the Pastor Paul 
Pfotenhauer Fund and the 
Schuessler Scholarship 
Fund, honoring the ministry 
of two of our pastors.)  
Named funds normally 
begin disbursements when 
the total amount of all 
endowments (general and 
nam ed)  r each es a 
predetermined minimum, 
normally about $100,000. 

Funds named for a donor are 
usual l y l imi ted to a 
minimum contri buti on.  
Woodbur y Lutheran’ s 
Endowment Committee is 
working to determine the 
mi ni mum, but  most 
organizati ons set that 
minimum in the $10,000-
25,000 range. 

What is a donor -advised 
fund? 

Donor-advised funds are 
distributed to ministries only 
as prescribed by the donor, 
and may or may not be 
named funds. Acceptance of 
donor-advised contributions 
may be limited to a 

You may have heard that 
Woodbury Lutheran has 
established an endowment 
fund.  Many of you have 
asked questions about what 
an endowment fund is and 
does.  We’ ll try to address 
these questions over the next 
several months.  This month, 
we’ ll look at the general 
aspects of endowment. 

What is an endowment 
fund? 

There is no legal definition 
of an endowment fund (i.e., 
no government rules), but in 
gen er al  t er ms,  an 
endowment is a fund 
established by a not-for-
profit that is designed to 
g en er a t e i n c o m e .  
Traditionally, endowment 
funds disburse only the 
earned interest, leaving the 
principle intact so an 
organization or the funded 
portion of an organization 
remains funded i nto 
perpetuity (never ending). 

For example, a church 
builds an endowment fund 
to $1 million.  In the first 
year of the fund, with smart 
investing, the fund earns 7 
percent, or $70,000.  Based 
upon a fund balance of 
$1,070,000, and a 5% 
di stri buti on pol i cy, a 
$53,500 distribution could 
be made f r om the 
Endowment Fund.�

How is money distr ibuted? 

Within a general fund, there 
may be committee-advised 
funds that disburse a 
percentage of the annual 
income on a predetermined 
basis. General funds may 
also be disbursed in 
response to funding requests 
that fall outside of the
