These are wondexarmples of God’s round pegs fitted
perfectly into the round holes He’s laid out foeri. If you'’re someone who sees a ministry
where you'd fit just as perfectly, what are you tiveg for? Get on board and “serve
wholeheartedly.”

But what if you can’t sing your way out of a papeag or every baby you look at bursts into
uncontrollable fits of wailing? How do square pegsover a life of service? When | looked,
| saw God can use us all.

| saw someone whose hobby is photography takerptf families housed by our Project
Home ministry. | watched him patiently corral fiiapish children under the age of eight
around their mother and click picture after pictfroiam which she could choose. He did the
same for a father of two who said he was gratefget the free portraits because he couldn’t
afford to buy his children’s school pictures. Tagmrents’ faces lit up when they previewed
their pictures. And the photographer’s face matbtheir joy because he was able to bless
them by doing what he loved. It was small and bethiire scenes. It didn’t have a ministry
titte. But when this person followed the lead lud Holy Spirit, a little heaven was brought
down to earth for those families.

God can use reluctant servants too. In the falhdnthusiastically offered to teach Sunday
school for the first time. | didn’t do it becauseave any teaching experience or any deep
desire to hang around young children. | did itdhese | knew there was a need that I'd often
ignored. | typically spent the Sunday school hwandering around church sipping coffee
while someone ‘more gifted’ taught my children abaesus.

| was assigned my son’s third-grade class withHilien in a 10 x 10 foot windowless room.
It could have been daunting, but it isn’'t. The kiole cheerful, eager and happy to see me
every week. It could have been a lot of work, ibign’t. Another of God'’s servants puts the
lesson materials together in a plastic bin thatshap for every class. It also could have been
short-term. The Children’s Ministry staff is brdlt in scheduling the year into eight-week
blocks so people can serve without a long commitm8uait when | got the call that my term
was up and | would be replaced by another Sundayadwolunteer, | refused to leave. | love
my Sunday school kids and | love being their teach@ever would have experienced that
feeling if | had continued to ignore God’s callttg something outside my comfort zone.

So, what does living a life of service look like2doks like supplying the needs of God’s
people but is also overflowing in many expressiofithanks to God. It is the glory of the
sound of choirs and praise bands bringing theirshvpr. 1t is the tender touch of snuggles in a
loving nursery. It is the unexpected and meraifut-of-the-box thinking of square pegs who
trust that God can use them. And it is surpriging fulfilling when we’re open to new
experiences.

So when you ask yourself, “What to do?” look arouiidhere is a place where everyone can
fit perfectly, can serve humbly, and can glorifydamightily. May you also be amazed.

4. Disciples are growing, maturing, and moving gltime way of discipleship. They are
learners along the way of ministry.

5. Disciples whose walk with Jesus includes onlyshigp and prayer have not yet reached
God’s full intention for their lives. Study, comnityn service, and witness are still
ahead for them.

6. The church needs to help disciples move towadrdly Christ-centered life of on-going
community, growth, and service.

We are very serious about
broadening the number of people who participathénrhundreds of ministries at WLC.

That means we
need a bigger garden and
more volunteers from more
churches.

A friend of mine on the

garden committee signed me
up last year to help planting,
weeding, watering, and
harvesting the crop — the
best part! It was a great
learning experience. Besides
seeing our crops grow, |
learned a lot about planting
“techniques” and organics

from their on-site
experienced gardeners
Barb Prokop and Maggie
Lindberg.

The 3/4 acre site is located
on the north side of
Guardian Angels Church.
Last year 9,957 pounds of
food was harvested and
volunteers recorded 1,670
hours of dedicated time. In
addition, seeds, equipment,
cover, and other materials
were donated.

A recent article in the
Pioneer Press estimated
that a $10 investment in
seeds can produce more
than $650 worth of
vegetables.

It was especially gratifying
to see the product delivered
to the Christian Cupboard
as well as Friends in Need
Food Shelf, North Saint
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Paul Food Shelf, St. Croix
Valley Food Shelf and the
Dorothy Day Center.
