As participants in Woodbury Lutheran’s Career Ti@ms Connection (CTC) learn, there
are three things that can give people an advaniage the competition in a job search.
Those three are strategy, perseverance and prayer.

CTC is a faith-based outreach support group thaides on job search, career change and
networking. The group, formed in 1999 by Nancy moam and several other Woodbury
Lutheran Church members, has served at least 2@0fle since its inception. Now
coordinated by Tom Colosimo, CTC is a member ofMiJOBCLUBS, an affiliation with
over 60 similar networking groups around the TwitieS area.

The mission of the CTC is to support and encourag@ple who are in between jobs or
thinking about changing careers. Each meetingsstaith a prayer of strength for job
searching and healing. The message is that fadhrast in God will bring strength to those
in need of jobs or thinking about making careemgjess.

On any given night, the approximately 40 peoplatiendance will come not just from our
immediate area but from Wisconsin and far subuflif@ metro area because of the strong
network of communications with each member netwagkigroup around the
area. Attendance has also increased greatly éisisyear as layoffs have grown.

Each meeting has a keynote speaker who touchessmecta of job searching such as
networking, resumes, interview skills, social med#amily stress during unemployment and
more. After the speaker is finished, there is tifoe Q&A from the attendees. Each
meeting closes in prayer and then more casual mkivgiconversations continue.

A recent additional feature is having resume spistsaavailable an hour before each
meeting to review and advise individuals on theisumes. Another feature of the CTC
is the Job Lead Network (JLN), an automated enwilbf job leads received thru the
MNJOBCLUBS from a wide variety of sources. Empleyare also welcome to post
positions thru the CTC website link.

CTC is a much-needed ministry in the community migithese difficult economic times. It
is not uncommon to see the same people come batiedétings after several years due to
the cycle of job loss that occurs all too often.aNlindividuals do find job placement, we do
ask that they come back and give a five minute &8ss Talk" to the group, a very
rewarding experience both for the person givingrtheccess story and the attendees as it
gives hope and strength for their situations.

CTC meetings are held the 2nd and 4th Thursdayaoh enonth (except November and
December due to the holidays) at 7 p.m. in theals®oom. The meetings are open to
everyone, but especially those in job transition considering a career change. No
registration is required.

The CTC ministry is always open to new Steering Gitiee team members to assist in
meeting and greeting attendees, assisting withkspéatroductions and meeting facilitation

and serve as an encouragement to participantsead tmember only is required to assist
in hosting a meeting about once a quarter, but meshbers find that they want to attend
more often and help people more.

Woodbury Lutheran,
by the way, is the T3largest congregation in the LCMS.

Sure, there have been tandsstill are, when | disagree with a

decision the LCMS has made in convention, but tihar® always been room for dissent in

our denomination. Consistently, though, we recogitie authority of the Word in our life
as a church body, even when it bumps up againstecional wisdom or popular morality.

| write this today because 492 years ago, on Oct8lie 1517, a young professor named
Martin Luther (he was 33!) strode up to the cashlarch door in Wittenberg, Germany and
posted 95 statements for debate. Those “95 thesesisted (that is, testified for) the grace
of God and forgiveness in Jesus Christ over se#iatgsfaction for sins via indulgences. His
authority? The Bible alone.

Strange, but these days non-Lutherans are mor dptnor Luther's wisdom and courage
Nthan Lutherans. People like John Piper, Chuck SelintMax Lucado, and Billy Graham

have publicly told Luther's story while in Lutherathurches we hardly talk about it.

Luther’s story is one of the Word of God takindchof a man, a church, and a culture.

Our friends in the ELCA are still our brothers asidters in Christ. Members of King of
Kings and Resurrection Lutheran Churches in Wooglhawven't suddenly changed. They
share our faith in Jesus Christ as Savior and lamdl will share a place in heaven with us.
Pray for them and all the ELCA as they celebratstarggle with their assembly’s recent
decisions.

And pray for us at Woodbury Lutheran and in the LEMhat in humility and always
repentant hearts, we continue to allow the etero#th of God’s Word, the Bible, to lead us.
Our goal must always be to let the Scriptures speaind change our culture, not the other
way around; and, all along, praying, “Lord, refoyour church, beginning with us.”
